A Tim Kubart and the Space Cadets show is highly interactive, musically rich, and speaks to kids at the top of their intelligence. 

Being named “the kindie scene’s breakout star” by New York Family, Tim has played at-capacity shows at Brooklyn Bowl, Lincoln Center and headlined family stages at Lollapalooza and Austin City Limits.   Along the way, Kubart earned a Grammy Award for Best Children’s album and became an on camera host for the Emmy-nominated morning show for pre-schoolers, “Sunny Side Up” on NBC Universal’s Sprout Channel. ELF (movie screening)

Based on the modern-day Christmas Classic starring Will Farrell, Elf tells the story of one of Santa's elves who learns of his true identity as a human. The tale begins on Christmas Eve when an infant boy stows away in Santa’s sack. When discovered back at the North Pole, he is adopted by Papa Elf, who names his son Buddy.

When Buddy accidentally learns that he is human, Papa Elf explains that he was born to Walter Hobbs and Susan Wells, and was given up for adoption without Walter knowing. That leads Buddy to New York City where he meets his biological dad and experiences a series of unlikely encounters, while spreading Christmas cheer among cynics of skeptics alike.

Located on the former campus of Reader’s Digest in a building once known as the Wallace Auditorium, the Chappaqua Performing Arts Center -- or ChappPAC for short -- was recently saved from demolition by the Town of New Castle and established to provide a rich blend of local and national arts presentations and cultural programming for people throughout Westchester County and the surrounding region.  The 425-seat venue celebrated its grand opening on September 23, 2017 with the first of 12 concerts, plays and performances scheduled for its inaugural Fall Season.
